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SUBJECT:  Continuing Dental Education (CDE)
1.  Purpose.  Provide a General Overview of the process for attaining and submitting credit for retirement points for CDE.
2.  Points or Facts.  Retirement points are calculated by a three to one ratio. This means for every three hours or credits you receive it is worth one retirement point. Credit for CDE must be performed when the SM is in a non duty status. 
In order for SM to receive credit, you must submit the certificate or certified paper indicating the number of credits or hours that have been received or you will only be given one retirement point per day.
