Is there a 20/15 Year Active Service retired pay calculator available? 
On 2xCitizen, there is a Reserve Age 60 Retirement Pay Calculator. For active duty retirement pay information and calculators, you may visit the Military Pay and Benefits site.

Which date should I use to compute my length of service… PEBD or BASD?
Use the Pay Entry Basic Date (PEBD) to compute your total service for pay purposes. Use the Basic Active Service Date (BASD) as the date from which to project your 20 years of Active Service (AS) 

Which to use… USAR On or Not On Active Duty when computing my length of service?
If USAR is not on Active Duty, use Academic Evaluation Reports (DA Form 1059). If USAR is on Active Duty, use Certificate of Release or Discharge From Active Duty (DD Form 214). 

What is 1405 service?
In preparation for publishing your retirement orders, HRC St. Louis calculates your "1405 service" by crediting your inactive duty training, correspondence courses, membership points and AS. To compute your retired pay, HRC St. Louis completes a DA Form 7301 which calculates your 1405 service and total creditable service. 

What is the difference between total creditable service and total Active Federal Service? 
Total creditable service includes all of your active and inactive service time. Total Active Federal Service includes only your active service time.[image: image1][image: image2][image: image3]
